The Baptisms

Introduction:

We get the word baptism from the Greek word bapto, to dip or to bury into. All words and variations of baptism mean “burial.” You will find the Scripture talks about baptisms in the plural, meaning that there are more than one. In fact, you will find that there are three baptisms mentioned. (Hebrews 6:1-2; Matthew 3:11; Acts 11:16)

In this lesson you will be introduced to the baptism into Christ, water baptism and Holy Spirit baptism.

I. Baptized into Christ (Romans 6:3)
a. Become a Child of God (Romans 8:16)
i. Repentance
ii. New birth
b. Identified with Christ (Romans 6:3-11)
i. Death
1. Delivered out of sin
ii. Buriel
1. Separated from old life
iii. Resurrection
1. New creation
c. One Christ (Galatians 3:27)
i. Be like one person!
1. Assume His person and character
a. Act like Him
b. Sustain His character in daily life

You have become a child of God and God has many children of all races and nations. This means that as children of God we are part of the family of God. 

II. Baptized in Water (Matthew 28:18,19)
a. A symbol of our identification with Christ and the church
i. Death, burial and resurrection
b. Enter into the Family of God
i. We are true brothers and sisters
1. Physical-Blood and DNA of earthly father
2. Spiritual-Blood and DNA of Heavenly Father
ii. Love one another   
c. It is a command
i. Jesus, was baptized in water (Matthew 3:13-17).
ii. Jesus said all believers should be also. (Matthew 28:18,19) 
iii. Baptism should be done as soon a possible after you’ve received Christ. (Act 2:38)
1. Mode of water baptism
a. Immersion




2. Formula for water baptism
a. We use the Trinity is because our sins we against God, and he brought us to Christ through the Holy Spirit. All three persons of the Godhead were active in our redemption from sin.

III. Baptism in the Holy Spirit
a. What is Holy Spirit Baptism (Acts 1:4, 5)
i. The Promise
1. After Jesus went to heaven His first followers went to Jerusalem as he commanded them to do. There they were to received the promised Holy Spirit.
2. Power and Boldness
3. When the Holy Spirit baptizes us we receive God’s supernatural power and boldness to be a witness for Him.

b. The Purpose of the Baptism in the Holy Spirit
i. The primary purpose is to receive power to live in God, fulfilling the great commandment and the great commission. (Acts 1:8)
ii. The baptism also becomes like a “door knob” opening the supernatural gifts of the Spirit (I Corinthians 12:7-11)
iii. It also becomes fertile ground in which the fruit of the Spirit spring forth. (Galatians 5:22)
c. How do I receive the baptism in the Holy Spirit?
i. Ask the heavenly Father in Jesus name (Luke 11:11-13)
d. How do I know I have received the Baptism in the Holy Spirit?
i. The gift of tongues
1. You will supernaturally speak in a language you do not understand nor have ever learned. This is the outward physical sign of the Holy Spirit Baptism.
2. The tongue is the most unruly member of our body (James 3:2-8). Therefore, God picks it as a sign or living object lesson that He is in control and speaks through us in a language we’ve never learned.
ii. Personal benefits of speaking in tongues
1. An outward physical sign that you have received 
2.  A personal prayer language which enables perfect communication with God. I Corinthians 14:2
3. Builds up and brings strength to our spirit man. I Corinthians 14:4a
iii. The Holy Spirit is more than a tongue.
1. We seek the Giver of the gifts (the Holy Spirit), and not tongues. When you buy a pair of shoes, the tongues come with the shoes; you don’t ask for a pair of tongues.
2. The tongues is the evidence of the third Person of the Godhead’s occupancy in your life.
