The Scripture Inspired

Purpose: To persuade students that the Bible is God’s instructions for life. To help them understand that it was given by God through men and is without error in doctrine, philosophy and truth. 

Introduction: Read Joshua 1:8,Read Matt 7: 24-27 and role play; 


I.  Inspiration (God-breathed)

A.  Read II Timothy 3:15-17. The Scriptures, both Old and New Testaments are verbally inspired of God and are the revelation of God to men, the infallible, authoritative rule of faith and conduct.

B.  Definition
1.  Webster’s dictionary - the supernatural influence of the Spirit of God on the human mind, by which prophets and apostles and sacred writers were qualified to set forth Divine truth without any mixture of error.
2.  II Tim 3:16 - Greek meaning signifies scripture as being “God breathed”, or given out by God. It also carries the thought of being alive and life giving.

II.  External proof of Scriptures inspiration.

A.  Unity - Contains 66 books written by about 40 different authors from different places and backgrounds over a period of 1600 years and maintains one central theme covering many topics without contradiction.
B.  Depth - It can be read endlessly and yet its depths not be reached.
C.  Timelessness - It is one of the most ancient books yet it is modern, up to date, and relevant to all times and cultures. By far, continues to be the best selling book in the world!
D.  Preservation - Persecution could not remove it. Fires could not destroy it. Governments and peoples could not do away with it.
