WHAT DID JESUS SAY ABOUT HIMSELF?
 
1. Jesus taught and claimed that he was a man who was God.
2. His teaching Centered on Himself.
a.  John 14:6. “if you want to have a relationship with God, you must come through me.”
b.  John 6:35. “I am the bread of life.”
· John 8:12. “I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will never walk in darkness, but will have the light of life.”
· John 11:25,26. “I am the resurrection and the life. He who believes in me with live, even though he dies; and whoever lives and believes in me will never die.”

DIRECT CLAIMS

1. He claimed he was Christ. Mark 14: 61-64.
2. He claimed to be the Son of God. John 10:33

· Mark 6:30-44. One person’s picnic feeds thousands of people
· Mark 4: 35-41. Controls the weather and natural elements

· Luke 23:34. Forgave sins

3.  His Fulfillment of Old Testament Prophecy:

He fulfilled over three hundred prophecies (spoken by different people over five hundred years), including twenty-nine major prophecies fulfilled in a single day - the day He died.
4.  His resurrection.
· His absence from the tomb
· The grave clothes…
· His appearances to the disciples and later over 550 people
· The immediate effect
· Christian experience




THE NATURE OF CHRIST

1.  The Son of God - As “son of man” means one born of man, so “son of God” means one born of God. Therefore the title “Son of God” proclaims the Deity of Christ	
a.  “Son of God” title used 42x in the New Testament about Jesus
b.  Note: Jesus is never called a son of God. He is THE son of God. 
c.  Even Satan recognized this title and position. (Matthew 4:3)

2.  One with the Father - (John 17:11) 

3.  The Word - Scripture reveals Jesus to have an eternal existence and activity. (John 1:1-3)

4.  Lord - “Lord”  (Greek: Kyrios) is one of the most common titles given to Jesus. It’s use is equivalent for Jehovah in the Greek translation of the Old Testament. Therefore, to the Jews “the Lord Jesus” was clearly an admission of Deity.

5.  The Son of Man - This title refers to the fact that Jesus was not only fully God but fully man. God in the flesh. (John 1:14) This title is used in reference to Jesus to designate his human nature and qualities. (100% God, 100% Man)

WITNESSES TO HIS DEITY

1.  God the Father. (Matthew 3:17)
2.  Isaiah. (Isaiah 9:6)
3.  John the Baptist. (John 1:34)
4.  Disciples as a whole. (Matthew 16:13-16)
5.  Evil spirits. (Luke 4:41)

THE WORK OF CHRIST

1.  His death (I Corinthians 15:13); The central doctrine of the New Testament.
2.  His resurrection (I Corinthians 15:3-8) This is essential to our faith. Unless Jesus arose we are still in our sins. Because He lives, we live.
3.  His ascension (Acts 1:9-11); This refers to Jesus’ return to all of His glory; His former position with God.
4.  His intercession (I Timothy 2:5); Jesus has a continuing ministry toward those who call upon His name.
